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Creating an Owner of a Primary Workspace: A Case Study
Goal:  Create a workspace housed in the Home folder and displayed in the main menu.  This can apply to a worskpace housed at any other level.  In this case, the workspace is simply a folder with the appropriate assigned and inherited permissions.

Problem:  As Worship Sharing co-Coordinator, Jerry Peterson would like to have a workspace to post, develop and archive worship sharing materials.  He has a co-Coordinator, Steven Finger, who should also have permission to work in this space.  They need to add, edit, publish and retract.

Definitions:  
1. zmi is Zope Management Interface accessible only to Managers.  
2. pcp is the Plone Control Panel (Site Setup page), again accessible only to Managers.

Conditions:  

1. Jerry and Steven have no site roles other than Member.
2. For site security, the role of contributor, manager and owner have been granted permission to add objects and portal content.  The editor, manager and owner roles have permission to delete objects(Security tab in zmi)
3. Site has Simple Publication Workflow set.  (Types in pcp)

Procedure:  
1. For Home folder (Welcome to IMYM), on Sharing, give Jerry permission to Add and Save.  (Search by full name instead of user name.)

2. Login as Jerry and in the Home folder add the desired workspace folder and publish it.

3. In the new folder, assign Jerry permission to Edit and Review.  (He will have inherited permission to Add from the parent folder.)  This allows Jerry to add new objects, open Edit windows on existing objects, and publish/retract objects.  He can create offspring folders and populate them.

4. Jerry can create new permissions within his workspace, so in the Sharing window he can search for Steve Finger and assign him permissions to Add, Edit, and Review.  Remember to Save.
5. Any developmental materials not ready for public access can be declared Private, either when created, or later by going to the folder Contents window, selecting the object, clicking on the Change State button, and choosing to Retract the object.  Remember to Save.
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
