Friends Beliefs

What is the Quaker faith?  It is not a tidy package of words
which you capture at any given time and then repeat weekly
at a worship service.  It is an experience of discovery,
which starts the discoverer on a journey, which is lifelong. 
The discovery in itself is not uniquely a property of
Quakerism.  It is as old as Christianity, and considerably
older, if you share the belief that many have known Christ
who have not known His name.  What is unique to the
Religious Society of Friends is its insistence that the
discovery must be made by each of us individually.  No one
is allowed to get it secondhand by accepting a ready-made
creed.  Furthermore, the discovery points a path and
demands a journey, and gives you the power to make the
journey. 

Elise Boulding 1954 (Revised 2000)

Friends believe the direct and unmediated experience of the divine is open to everyone
because that which Quakers call the inward light lives in each human being. It is our
Meeting for Worship which provides both source and expression of many of our
cherished beliefs. As we join together in worship, we seek that sacred realm where our
spirits unite with God and one another, where we find a belief in one God, one eternal
reality present for and directly accessible to each human being. This divine spirit exists
whether we ourselves experience it or not. Today the presence of this spirit is often
described as “that of God in everyone”. 

In origin and in all of its various branches, The Religious Society of Friends is rooted in
Christianity. George Fox and early Quakers believed they were returning to primitive
Christianity without the trappings of the ritualistic established church. From the first,
Friends have offered a radical response to lifeless religion. We seek and are found, find
and are sought. In every generation, this movement has found new paths and revitalized
older ways of living our faith. Friends find strength and meaning in many sources. “The
Spirit which gave forth the Scriptures” may be heard in words and concepts from other
faiths as well. Knowledge of the Spirit is enhanced by the practice of spiritual discipline –
worship, study, contemplation, prayer, and action. The vitality of our community lies in
our ability to see that the life and power of the Spirit reveals itself in diverse ways.

For early Friends, the Bible was a rich and sustaining record of inspired revelation over
the course of many centuries. George Fox and his contemporaries knew it well, studied it
earnestly, and quoted it often. It was clear to them that the spirit they knew in their hearts
spoke to them through the Bible. However, they also stressed a distinction which is
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profoundly important to us today: the power which inspired the scriptures is still
speaking. Because of that, Friends have avoided using writings as a final or infallible
authority. Inspiration comes from the Spirit, which reveals itself to us in many places.

Over the three and a half centuries of our history, Friends have used various names for the
source of our faith – among them God, the inner or inward light, the divine principle, the
seed, the Christ within, the inward teacher, Jesus, Holy Spirit ... We choose the names we
feel appropriate to our experience. Some of us may use different names at different times,
for our experiences vary throughout our lives.

Our personal acts of devotion and service prepare us for our worship together, in both
silent and vocal ministry. We come individually into Meeting for Worship from our
separate lives. We meet together in expectant waiting as we become centered on the
divine presence. “As we enter the depths of a living silence ... we find one another in ‘the
things that are eternal’....” Together we listen for the divine by endeavoring to become
still within, thus opening our minds and hearts. When we succeed, that which we call the
divine voice is made known to us. Waiting in that stillness, we may recognize a message
rising out of the depth of the soul that seems intended not only for oneself, but for the
gathered meeting. It is our practice before speaking to test this “opening” of the spirit, but
not to fear it. When someone accepts the call to speak, fellow worshipers are likewise
called to listen with openness of minds and hearts. At its best, vocal ministry is drawn
from the divine presence, and the message comes not from us, but through us, into our
lives.

A truth central to our past and present as Friends is that our faith is inseparable from our
actions. Friends are encouraged to assume personal responsibility for making their lives
an active and living witness to their faith – every word, thought, and act testifying to the
transforming power of the divinity in us and in others. Each of us is asked to heed
seriously the personal discipline which leads to growth in the realm of the spirit. 

For Quakers, life is sacramental. The absence in our worship of traditional Christian rites
and sacraments grows out of our belief in the primacy of the inward experience of the
spirit. Friends believe that the presence of the spirit is not mediated by finite ceremony.

Our traditional testimonies – truth, equality, peace, simplicity, community – are outward
and visible signs of our faith. These point the way as we enact our faith in our lives.
Communal and individual concerns and actions are weighed in the light of these
testimonies. The critical question for us is “Is this of God?” not, “Is this right?” From the
early days of our society, individuals sought the truth in the seasoned discernment of the
Meeting. It is our experience that in this process, the full creative possibilities of the spirit
are revealed.

Report to Long Range Planning Committee:
Tour of Medford Leas and Crosslands at Kendal

3rd Month 17th-19th, 2002

Leslie Stephens, Clerk of Long Range Planning Committee asked that I (Bill
Byrnes)  present the scenario to both Medford Leas and Kendal Corporation of
building a retirement community for Friends in the Intermountain West in a rural
setting that might be developed with a year around camping program or Friends
Center; and if they would be interested in such a venture. If they would be
interested in such a scenario I was to learn what kind of commitment and other
physical assets that they would require of Intermountain Yearly Meeting to build in
this region.

Elizabeth Thomas and Phil Gilbert, both FWCC Representatives from
Philadelphia Yearly Meeting hosted me at Medford Leas, Medford, NJ and Kendal
at Crosslands, Kennett Square, PA respectively.

I was driven around the campus of the main Medford Leas complex before
retiring that night. This is a wooded area and the main Medford Leas complex has
several nature walking trails and is situated on a former dairy farm. The complex
includes Independent Living in duplexes with garages as well as one and two
bedroom apartments in fanning one-story wings from the main building where the
Administration office and dinning rooms are located. Under the main building is a
3-story wing that houses the Skilled Nursing area, the assisted living area and
indoor recreational facilities that includes an indoor swimming pool. The guest
room in which I slept that night at Medford Leas compared to a small motel room
with two single sized beds approximately 430 square feet to which most medium
sized independent living units in other retirement homes in earlier decades featured
or, what most medium sized rooms in assisted living care centers offer presently.

The following morning I breakfasted in their Coffee Shop with Michael
Peaseley, the Executive Director of Medford Leas. I learned during that meeting
that Medford Leas includes a retirement community in Seoul, South Korea as well
as independent living 2 and 3 bedroom duplexes with double car garages at
Lumberton (named Medford Leas at Lumberton) for those 55 years and older;
apartments called Woolman’s Commons in Mount Holly,  and a nursing home
facility in Burlington, NJ. The main campus at Medford Leas at Medford
accommodates the minimum of 250 residents.

Mike Peaseley is very interested in the scenario that Leslie Stephens asked
me to present. He is dubious about a Friends retirement community in the rural
Intermountain West and feels one situated in a metropolitan area such as Denver or
Phoenix would be better served. He indicated that Medford Leas would be glad to
assist in feasibility and marketing studies that Intermountain Yearly Meeting
should do in considering a retirement community. He estimated that $200,000 up
front money would be needed by Intermountain Yearly Meeting, but that feasibility
studies, demographic studies and marketing studies that Intermountain Friends
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should conduct would cost somewhere between $2-10 Million to complete, that
would be squarely the burden of Intermountain Friends and not Medford Leas
Corporation. He enumerated that to do such a project Interm ountain Friends
should have an incorporated board who is responsible for the studies and their
outcome consisting of 6-8 business people, real estate, medical and marketing
research lawyers. Such studies would include availability and cost of electrical, gas
and phone utilities for such a retirement community. He indicated that when
Foxdale at State College, PA was begun about 10-15 years ago such studies cost
them $4-5 Million.

I was met at lunch by my hosts from Kendal at Crosslands in the dining
room at Medford Leas for lunch. I then rode with my new hosts to Pennsylvania to
tour Kendal at Crosslands.

Crosslands at Kendal is built on the backside (north) of the original Kendal
property now referred to as Kendal at Longwood. Chester County is also dairy
farmi ng country and these two properties were developed on a long-time
Philadelphia Yearly Meeting Quaker family by the name of Savery. Although
Longwood and Crosslands are similar in their layout, amenities and services;
Crosslands independent living units (all one story that fan out from the main
building that houses the Administration offices, dinning rooms, meeting rooms, etc.)
are built to look out upon the gentle rolling hills  covered with Sugar Maple trees.
While Longwood’s independent living units are built in a concentrated six city block
configuration where everyone’s windows look into their neighbors, rather than out
upon the beautiful countr yside. Crosslands also has Nursing and Assisted Living
units under its main building. Both properties have the same minimum number of
residents as does Medford Leas, at around 250 residents.

2nd-day evening I stayed in the Ellerslie Guest House, that was the original
Savery family farmh ouse located on the Crosslands site. I ate dinner that evening
with the Gilbert’s in the dinning room of Crosslands that was in looks and
atmosphere of a high end restaurant with buffet dining.

On 3rd-day morning I met with Philip DeBaun, Executive Director of
Crosslands and Cartmel that is adjacent to the north of Crosslands. However I was
not shown Cartmel so cannot report on it. Kendal Corporation has retirement
communities in Chester County, PA: Kendal at Longwood, Kendal at Crosslands,
Kendal at Coniston (that lies  northwest of Longwood and Crosslands about two
miles that I was not shown); and Kendal at Cartmel, and Barclay located in West
Chester, PA that is a personal care home. Also under Kendal Corporation are
properties at Hanover, NH; Oberlin, OH; Ithaca, NY: Lexington, VA, Granville,
OH and one that is presently being built in New York that is called Kendal on
Hudson. DeBaun gave me an overview of the Kendal properties and what he felt as
unique about Crosslands. He emphasized (as did Michael Peaseley of Medford Leas)
that Kendal’s philosophy is that if “living here is a great place to live, it is also a
great place to work”. Both Medford Leas and Kendal pay their employees middle
pay scale, benefit package, child day care service with infant care, food service and
scholarships to local colleges.

After meeting with Philip DeBaun at Crosslands I had an appointment to see
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the Executive Director of Crosslands, but he was out of town and I met with Nora
Adelmann, Director for Policy, Planning & Administration in the Kendal
Corporation Office Building on Route 1 just east of Kennett Square a short way.
When I posed my scenario and question to Nora. Adelmann, I was told outright that
Kendal would not be interested in pursuing a property in the Intermountain West
for another three to five years with the scheduling and work on the Hudson
community project they are now deep into. She estimated that Intermountain
Yearly Meeting would need between $2-3 Million for seed capital for doing
marketing, site feasibility, utilities, state and municipal and other governmental
jurisdict ion code studies for such a retirement project should Intermountain
Friends unite in going forward with plans for a Quaker retirement community.

I think it is important that Friends of Intermountain Yearly Meeting realize
that contemplation of building a retirement community is not inventing the wheel
for not only are there the Friends retirement corporations in the Philadelphia
Yearly Meeting area, but other Yearly Meetings have retirement communities that
they have built for their members as well, that we can learn from. Off my head I
think of Quaker Gardens in Stanton, CA that serves Southwest Yearly Meeting,
Friends Homes of Greensboro, NC for North Carolina Friends; Walton Retirement
Community, Barnesville for Ohio (Conservative) Friends; Friends Apartment
Homes, Plainfield, IN for Western Yearly Meeting; Friends Fellowship Community,
Richmond, IN for Indiana YM Fr iends; Pennwood Place, Oskaloosa, IA for Iowa
Friends; Friends Village that Mid-A merica Yearly Meeting started;  Barker House
and Hale Apartments in Wilmington, OH for Wilmington Yearly Meeting Friends
as well as Friendsview Manor in Newberg, Oregon for Northwest Yearly Meeting
Friends. And that is only a partial listing of retirement communities that can be
found by looking in the Retirement Facilities Section of the 1996 Friends Directory
of Meetings, Churches and Worship Groups in the Sections of the Americas.

Friends World Committee for Consultation (FWCC)
Section of the Americas  

FWCC Representatives Report to IMYM, June 20 03

As the first bombs fell on Iraq March 19, the Friends World Committee for
Consultation, Section of the Americas, gathered in Houston for its annual meeting. World
events set a somber tone for our gathering, yet it was good to be among Friends during
this time. As one representative observed, if the war represents George Fox's "Sea of
Darkness," then perhaps our gathering was a small wave in the accompanying Sea of
Light.

Friends also did not delay in responding to the news; by Friday night an
impromptu peace vigil had been organized on a busy street corner near the hotel, and by
Sunday we had drafted a statement affirming the American and Canadian representatives'
opposition to the attack.

Our keynote speaker, David Brindle, reminded us that those who live in the Spirit
of God need not live in fear, even if fear pervades the culture around them. Our challenge
is to live in a spirit of hope and joy, even if external events seem to call for fear — and
with a commitment to Quaker values, we can.

Perhaps the section's biggest accomplishment this past year, thanks largely to the
efforts of IMYM's own Ann Hardt, was January's conference, "Friends Peace Testimony
in Times of Crisis."

This conference, which took place in January at Guilford College in North
Carolina, marked only the third time the FWCC has felt called to organize a special
conference outside its normal meetings. By all accounts, it was a fruitful time, and
participants came away enriched. The conference also did not impoverish the FWCC, as
funds were raised completely independently of the FWCC structure. Eight people from
IMYM were able to attend the conference, including our two delegates, Rebecca
Henderson and Gennie Durland. Among the results of that conference was the creation of
a peace issues working group, whose first function was to organize the conference but
which will continue to operate.

FWCC members also heard a report from a young Friend, Dominique Mognett, of
her experiences during last year's Quaker youth pilgrimage. It sounded like a great time,
and we in turn invite young Friends from IMYM to apply for next summer's Quaker
Youth Pilgrimage in Europe. See your FWCC rep for more information.

Of course, the FWCC's major function is to keep Friends from all nations and all
traditions connected, and as always there was ample time at the March gathering for
meeting and interacting with other Friends. A field trip to two Houston Friends locations
aptly pointed up the broad spectrum of Quaker faith and practice. We sat awestruck in the
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meeting house of Live Oak Monthly Meeting, a meeting of unprogrammed Friends, as a
retractable panel in the roof revealed a square expanse of ever-changing sky. The building
was designed by a "light artist" and its construction was paid for by patrons of the arts
who desired to bring one of his creations to Houston. Our next stop was Friendswood
Friends Church, a lively Christian community of about 500, where some Friends were
equally awestruck to discover the church uses outward sacraments such as communion
and even baptism. "We aren't afraid to break down barriers, even within Quakerism," one
of the pastors told us.

While the FWCC remains lively and vital, it is suffering, like all organizations
that depend on donations, from a downturn in revenue — this at a time when the
committee's leadership is dedicated to re-visioning and broadening its activities. A
$50,000 shortfall in the current fiscal year's budget can be made up by reserves, but next
year's budget will have to balance. Rather than cut expenditures, Development Committee
Clerk John Owen urged us as representatives to go back to our yearly and monthly
meetings and raise revenue. He charged each representative with bringing in $500 to
FWCC. We invite anyone who feels called to help with this work to consult with their
FWCC representative. Checks are most welcome.

Lastly, representatives were charged with re-envisioning the FWCC; imagining
what it will look like in the future. Some of the thoughts that came out of this activity
tended toward a more multi-racial, multi-cultural, and youthful committee. Quarterly
Meetings can help with this by encouraging their younger and minority members to step
to the fore as FWCC reps. We were also advised that a more concise and focused mission
statement needs to be formulated to make our work more attractive to foundations that
give grants. A group is working on that project.

IMYM FWCC reps also discussed the possibility of a sister relationship with a
yearly meeting of a different tradition and in a different country, perhaps in nearby
Mexico. If there is enough support for this in IMYM, a good starting point might be
appointing a group or representative to attend the Reunión General de los Amigos next
spring in Mexico to see if a yearly meeting there might like to partner with us. 

In summary, the committee remains a vital force for unity among Friends of all
stripes, and sees maintaining peace and appreciation of diversity among Quakers as a
platform for going out into this torn world as messengers of peace.

FWCC CONFERENCE: FRIENDS’ PEACE WITNESS IN A TIME OF CRISIS
Guilford College, Greensboro, North Carolina, January 2003.
Reports of Genie Durland and Rebecca Henderson

Representative’s Report: Genie Durland 
(Note that Rebecca Henderson’s report follows Genie Durland’s)

As one of two representatives appointed from Intermountain Yearly Meeting to the
FWCC Conference: Friends’ Peace Witness in a Time of Crisis, I offer the following
summary of Conference presentations, activities and conclusions.

I. Presentations: The format of the conference consisted of (1) daily worship, (2) five
plenary sessions, (3) “home groups” (similar to IMYM worship sharing groups), and (4)
workshops, special reports, and an “Open Space Technology” session.

Each day began with a Biblical Reflection led by Nancy Maeder of FUM followed by
silent worship.
The plenary sessions, one on Friday evening, two on Saturday, one on Sunday and one,
combined with worship, on Monday morning, were each designed to include
presentations from four panelists reflecting various perspectives on a specific topic.
Presenters were drawn from all branches of Friends and represented a wide range of
viewpoints on the Peace Testimony and Friends’ practices and beliefs. The subjects of
each of the plenaries were titled as follows:
Plenary One: Spirit-led Peacemaking
Plenary Two: Friends’ Biblical and Historical Experience with the Peace Testimony
Plenary Three: Wrestling with the Peace Testimony
Plenary Four: Going to the Well / Taking up the Cross
Plenary Five: Visioning and Empowering Peace Witness

The “Open Space Technology” session Saturday afternoon was designed as an
“opportunity for conference participants to discern what needs to be discussed and
explored further than has already been planned in the program.” Participants were
encouraged to self-select topics and facilitators in the first 30 minutes, then proceed to
other rooms for spontaneous workshops. This was a particularly valuable and creative
component of the schedule and should probably be more widely utilized in Friends’
gatherings.

Another especially important session was a Report of the Quaker Middle East Working
Party (Max Carter, Ron Mock and Helena Cobban) after the Open Space meeting. Many
friends, myself included, chose to stay in plenary for that report which included an in-
depth question and sharing period after the panelists’ presentations.
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II. Home Groups and Workshops: Home groups were apparently designed to function
much like worship sharing groups at IMYM. My home group succeeded in being that
kind of resource for me and for most of the participants. Informal input I received from
other conference attenders indicated that in some cases home groups did not work well,
but I have no specific evidence as to reasons. 
There were two scheduled times for workshop presentations, with 14 workshops offered
in each session. There was an extremely rich variety of workshop topics but because of
the concentration of so many to choose from in each session, there was limited
opportunity to take advantage of all the offerings. I was asked to present, with Val
Liveoak and Jane MacKay Wright on “Peace Team Work Around the World” during the
second session.

III. Summary: There were 245 registered attenders from the U.S., Canada and Latin
America at the conference. Nine of these were from Intermountain Yearly Meeting,
including Anne Hardt of Tempe MM, who was one of the conference organizers,
IMYM’s nominated representatives, Rebecca Henderson, Genie Durland and Patricia
Morrison, representing Young Friends, and Jack Powelson of Boulder MM who
presented a workshop on the Cost of the Iraq War.
The experience was extremely valuable to me for several reasons: (1) The opportunity to
interact with so many new and known Friends from North America (and one or two from
Latin America) on specific peace-related issues; (2) the opportunity to share with Friends
in my workshop about our (the Durlands’) work in Palestine and Iraq with Christian
Peacemaker Teams; (3) the opportunity to be challenged and stimulated by the rich and
varied offerings of the plenary speakers, and (4) especially the deep interaction and
sharing between Evangelical Friends Church, Evangelical Friends International, Freinds
General Conference, and Friends United Meeting Friends. 
The most rewarding outcome of the conference for me was the strong affirmation for
Peace Team work expressed by a number of leaders and attenders and the specific call for
more Quaker involvement in such work expressed specifically by Max Carter at the
Middle East Working Group session. 
If future similar conferences are planned by FWCC, I would hope to see much more
involvement of Latin Americans.

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Representative’s  Report: Rebecca Henderson

I was deeply moved by this 5th FWCC Conference.  Conflict resolution among Quakers,
begun at the 4th FWCC Conference in 1967 has been effective.  Differences were not
glossed over and it seemed that people spoke in their own Quaker dialects fairly openly. 
Each branch has its own gifts and ways of working and our hope is not to get in each
other's way.  Although we shared much information about how bad the war, economic
injustice, and governmental oppression are at this time, I felt a sense of sharing the
burden as we work for peace and a better world.  There was great opportunity to share
with others what each of us was doing to help mend the ills of the world.   Plenary
speakers recounted their experiences from a deep, heart-felt place.  The Spirit moved
among us and it felt to me that a renewal was happening as we met.

It seemed clear, as I heard from so many things at the conference, that we are a small
group,  struggling to do works of peace within a militaristic, fascist, governmental
system.  We are in this for the long haul, and it will not be easy.   We need to look closely
at how we each sustain our energy and keep in touch with our spiritual grounding.  We
have to change our life-styles to work at that deep, practical level where the peace
testimony intersects with social justice, simplicity, community, and concerns for resource
use and the environment.  As one of the young friends said, "We are in the belly of the
beast, and the earth is dying."  This is where we work.  Working with the peace testimony
is no less a call than the one to end slavery and we have to reorder our lives.  Also, we are
at the edge of certainty.  In our communities we need to sharpen and use our methods of
discerning what it is we are called to do, both as individuals and as meetings, and then
find more ways to support each other as we follow our leadings.  There is a lot of work
and change ahead, and we need to figure out how to make our work vital and sustainable. 
Being reminded of the presence of other Quakers is essential.

So the headline might be, "Friends Met Again, Still Against War."  Our money has paid
for weapons; our lifestyles are dependent upon exploitative economic systems.  So how
do we, in the face of this, calm our fears to the point that we can work effectively for
substantive, long term alternatives for peace?  How do we each find the roots of our
spirituality and find solace as we work in the face of suffering?  These are questions for
each of us individually and for all of us as communities of Friends.  The sense of
community which we find as we face these questions will be part of the answer.

Dear Friends,
Friends Bulletin is your publication for keeping western Friends connected who are
widely dispersed over a huge geographical area, making it difficult and expensive to get
together. With the powers of violence and repression in cultural ascendance it is easy
for us to feel demoralized and lonely. Friends Bulletin lets the voices and good work of
Friends be known to help us through these dark times.

This has been a good year for the magazine. We have made improvements in the
appearance and accessibility of the content. The photos are brighter, leaving behind our
shadowy past. We have also improved the focus of issues.  In addition to those focusing
on the yearly meeting sessions, issues have been devoted to special and timely topics,
such as peace activism, western Friends of African descent, membership and
commitment, and the work with the children and families of Iraq. This is a magazine that
Friends can show to their friends or to those interested in finding out what Western
Quakerism is all about.

This has also been a good year for broadening our connection with other Friends groups
in ways that make it possible for to try new things without taking undue financial risks. A
good example was the publication (jointly with Quaker Universalist Fellowship and Wider
Quaker Fellowship) of the pamphlet "Islam from a Quaker Perspective" by our editor,
Anthony Manousos. Around 4,000 copies of this pamphlet have so far been distributed;
all of our costs have been covered, and revenues have been generated that will enable
us to publish other works as well as help support the magazine. We are currently
working on other joint projects that we hope will enable the voices of western Friends to
be heard on topics that range beyond the brevity of a magazine article. The Friends
Bulletin website westernquaker.net continues to be a resource for Friends who are
contacting other Friends and for Internet users who are looking for Quaker guidance
and inspiration in these hard days.

Financially, this has been a difficult year for the magazine. We had to use some of our
reserves to cover a deficit caused by increased costs. We have had to make some
changes in staff support that has taken time and effort as well as some money.
Moreover, we have experienced a decline in general contributions. 

The good news is that we have experienced an increase in revenue from subscriptions
that has partially offset contribution losses and we are starting to see positive results
from our cost-cutting measures. Revenues from advertising and special publication
projects, such as our book and pamphlet have become significant and these now
account for almost one quarter of our income. We are working on a long-range
fundraising plan that we hope will help us to increase contributions and expand other
revenue sources, such as special publications. New ways to market the magazine are
being reviewed to encourage even more Friends to subscribe. We are grateful for the
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continued support of the yearly meetings without which we would not be able to manage
our increasing expenses.

The activities and efforts of western Friends are important in the Quaker witness for
peace. We will continue to make that witness known.

(2) FPT administers an on-going project in Burundi call ed the African Great Lakes Initi ative.
(4) FPT and CPT sent delegations to Colombia this summer. FPT described its as “exploratory.” 

CPT reported its members received “death threats” in mid-A ugust.
(6) FPT also co-sponsors CPT delegations. IMYM  members, Genie and Bill  Durland, CPT

reservists, went to the Middle East from July 11 to August 14. (Bill  is a member of both FPT
and CPT national boards.) Their service consisted in several parts. From July 11 to 17 they
visited with people in Jerusalem and Ramallah preparing for the Quaker delegation they
would lead, arriv ing July 25. From  July  17 to 25 they joined the CPT full-time  team in their
work ( prim arily  in H ebron) pro tecting Palestinian civilian s from IDF  and settler actions in
violation of international and human rights laws, and the fundamental basics of human
respect. From July 25 to August 5 we led the delegation to Jerusalem, Ramallah, Hebron and
Beit Ummar where a non-violent direct action of religious style civi l disobedience was
undertaken to protect farmers’ rights to access their fields for harvest. (see attachment)
After t he delegation departed we were assigned to represent CPT as an investigative
committee to learn of the Israeli tank intrusion upon the campus of BirZ eit University (Aug.
6-8) and discuss with University officials ways in which international accompaniment
organizations such as CPT might become involved in improving access of students and
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faculty to the University. From August 9 to 14 we vacationed in Israel at Acre and Dor, but
making sure we used the time to talk with Israelis apart from the conflict in the West Bank.
(Earli er, on July 12-13, we visited an Israeli Palestini an complex at Middle East Educational
Insti tutes under the direction of Father Elias Chacour, a Catholic Arab Israeli . We returned
for d ebriefing at CPT’s Chicago headquar ters on August 14.

Report of the FPT Representative to the CPT Semi-annual meeting:
Kansas City, October 17-19, 2002

Your representative left Nashville with instructions to pursue two matters: 1) Quaker

representation on the CPT Steering Committee, and 2) the idea of an FPT-CPT Quaker exploratory team to

Ramallah in 2003, examining the possibility of a long-term presence there.

In regard to that, I gave a comprehensive report to CPT on FPT, including the above two items.

The Steering Committee and staff were very open to the idea of a team to Ramallah next year. Rich Meyer,

Staff member designated as Support Person for the Hebron Team, agreed to be on the FPT  consultative

committee. We will now proceed to seek two FPT Coordinating Committee members to be part of the

consultative committee also. Maxine Nash, the FUM rep agreed to be so also.

Trying to increase Quaker representation on the Steering Committee (to create a  better balance in

light of Friends being the third founding partner) proved to be more difficult. There was unanimous support

for Quaker inclusion but technicalities proved a problem – ours, not really theirs. CPT is a 1) Christian, 2)

“peace church”, 3) activist organization. As you know, ad nauseum,  not all Quakers are  Christians.

Representatives to CPT come from “Christians or groups of Christians …  who have a special call to

peacemaking, … (or) who are already working to build peace and can gain strength from affiliating with

CPT.”

When we arrived for the meeting, the Steering Committee consisted of fifteen (15) seats, of which

two were reserved for Quakers but only from FUM. Only one of those seats has been filled. We discovered

the reason for only FUM  was upon the advice of Asia Bennett who stressed the issue of “not all Quakers are

Christian” when CPT organized. This is a Christian, historic peace church activist organization (although

the Baptist and Presbyterian Peace Fellowships now have representatives on the Steering Committee). The

remaining eleven seats are held by Mennonite and Brethren groups.

We (Genie and I) explained that there are three groups of Quakers, EFI, FUM and FGC and their

differing characteristics, not only in regard to  Christianity but the level of peace activism as well.

We (Genie and I) would like to see at least three Quaker seats and we accomplished that by

moving the FPT seat, which when we arrived was described as “special liaison,” and not a Steering

Committee seat, to be part of the Steering Committee. Maxine Nash, who directs world missions at FUM as

a paid employee (formerly working for a pharmaceutical company) is the only FUM rep. She is fine and

very open to what we are about. However, FUM does not want to relinquish their second seat that we

suggested should go to an FGC or EFI representative (a Christian and peace activist).

So, we will continue to work to get other than FUM representation. For now, I (Bill) qualify as a 1)

unprogrammed, 2) Quaker, 3) Christian, and 4) activist. Maxine tells us that FUM will consider a person

“not necessarily a constituent of FUM but would need to be approved as (their) representative” for the

second seat. We would like to  see an eastern, unprogrammed Christian activist appointed but how likely is

FUM to do that?

However, when we left we felt somewhat successful in increasing Quakers on the Steering
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Committee from two to three of sixteen and actively searching for a third person to fill the long-existing

FUM vacancy.

Among other things, Genie was appointed as a contact to an organizational and development

committee and sat at the Steering Committee table and  offered her views.

REPORT OF FPT REP. on CPT SPRING MEETING
Bill  Durland April  1, 2003

A. FPT Report of CPT:

The spring CPT meeting was held on March 27-29 in Chicago. I contacted Jim Glading and Val

Liveoak requesting instructions from FPT for issues, concerns for me to take to CPT. Not hearing from

them, I asked my replacement, Rebecca Henderson to renew the question. No answer from FPT’s

telephonic conference call was forthcoming. T herefore, I have nothing to report to CPT on FPT concerns. I

used FPT’s most recent Newsletter as the basis for my report to CPT from FPT.

B. CPT Report to FPT:

My report to FPT on CPT happenings is as follows:

1. I chaired the Administration and Development Committee meeting. It was suggested that I

organize a Legal Advisory Task Force to advise  CPT on an increased number of legal problems due to civil

disobedience arrests, nonprofit status and Iraqi matters. I will write a CPT Civil Disobedience Handbook

and organize a network of legal advisors by state.

2. The continuing issue of Quaker representation was discussed in the Personnel Committee meeting

on which Genie Durland served. The Steering Committee appointed Maxine Nash, formerly of FUM  and

me, formerly of FPT to  at large seats on the Steering Committee, through the next meeting in the fall.

Genie’s status continues to be as an “observer.” Brian Young of FUM and Chicago Fellowship of Friends

was appointed to a term as the second FUM seat. We discussed the possibility of an FGC slot. If FPT

continues me as FPT representative to CPT, that will ensure my continuing on the Steering Committee

beyond next fall. The only hitch for both of us is travel costs. If FPT co-opts me to continue as

representative as a volunteer without reimbursement for costs, or CPT does not pick up my costs, I will be

unable to represent FPT or be at CPT meetings. In any case, Genie’s costs are absorbed entirely by us. The

reason this is crucial is that we begin full retirement on May 1, 2003  and will live on $1700 per month,

pension and social security income for the two of us, which will restrict our travel.

3. Included under separate cover by regular mail are:

!  statement on nonviolence !  statement on CPT delegation activity  !  CPT  and Holy Land Trust training !
Hebron project reports !  CPT annual report.

4. There was much anxiety at the meeting while staff worked diligently to communicate with CPTers

leaving Iraq. Seven were injured but made it successfully to Jordan. On April 2 we heard that all remaining

CPT ers have reached Jordan.
